[bookmark: _GoBack]Under direction, performs a variety of semi-skilled tasks in the maintenance, repair, and operation of a wastewater collection system including sewer mains, laterals, manholes and lift stations; operates light and moderately heavy power driven equipment. Duties include, but are not limited to: inspection and cleaning sewer pipe lines, repair sewer pipes and other facilities, clear drains, perform weed abatement, set up traffic control and trench shoring, enter confined spaces, and repair asphalt and concrete surfaces   

Requires completion of high school or G.E.D.; valid California Driver license and within 6 months of date of hire obtain an appropriate Class B California Driver License; within 18 months of date of hire obtain Grade 1 certification in Wastewater Collection System Maintenance as issued through California Water Environment Association (CWEA); must reside within 30 miles of the District’s corporation yard and be able to respond and travel there within 30 minutes; perform On-Call duty on a rotational basis.
